 OF EVERY MONTH: 

 
July: Let us pray for the sisters who are preparing themselves for mak-
ing their perpetual profession of religious vows. There are nine sisters 
from Zambia, Korea, Italy and Rumania, who are living in the Mother 
House of Assisi for a period of communal preparation. 
 
* The Junior professed sisters in the Institute are 75. It is a commitment for 
all of us to accompany them, to pray for them and to understand more 
deeply our responsibility to live more fully our consecrated life, which can 
make them say: “If they have managed, why can’t we?” 
 
August: Let us pray for the sisters of Zambia who are going to gather for 
their Provincial Assembly, so that the Holy Spirit can trace for them, the 
journey they will have to make in the next two years, with a gaze turned 
towards God and towards the brothers and sisters who are struck 
down by the global economic crisis. 
 
*The Zambian Province has 88 sisters with perpetual vows and 29 sisters 
with temporary vows. There are 12 Novices, 8 Postulants and 6 Aspirants, 
of which some of them come from Kenya.  
The Province has 14 communities in Zambia and 2 in Kenya.  
The situation of the country is marked by the great global crisis with great 
consequences on the most poor classes of people. Generally, the most hit 
seem to be the children and the school going age group who can not be any 
more sustained by the families who have lost their jobs. 
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Dear Sisters and Friends,

We are still in the wonderful atmosphere of the feast of Corpus Domini and we cannot 
avoid to remember some passages of the Pope’  speech at the Angelus,which is an invita-
tion to all of us to open ourselves to the love which transforms everything, to share bread 
with those who have nothing. “The feast of Copus Domini”, says the Pope, “is the mani-
festation of God, a statement that God is Love, the Love that transforms everything...”. 
Remembering also the conference of the United Nations, which will take place from 24th to 
26th June this year, the Pope appeals to those who have in their hands the destiny of the 
world, calling to “the responsibility and the spirit of wisdom so that the current crisis could 
transform itself into an opportunity, capable of favouring a major attention to the dignity 
of every human person and to promote an equal distribution of decision making and re-
sources...” and he adds: “the duty to remember especially the thousands of millions of 
people who suffer from hunger. It is a reality absolutely unacceptable, where we can 
hardly be able to diminish its gravity in spite of the efforts of last decades. I wish that 
measures could be taken by the entire international community to work strategies which 
need to be realised in order to assure everybody, in the present and in the future, basic  
nourishment for a better and dignified life for all.”  
The transubstantiation, sign of Jesus self-giving, clearly reminds us of his categorical invi-
tation: “give them something to eat, yourselves “, an invitation that we welcome with re-
newed commitment, because the eucharisty makes us strong and capable of becoming gift

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RICORDANDO SR. PIA  
Sr. Pia Jug died at Kraljevac, Croatia, on 23h 
March 2009. It is good to relate what was 
written about her in her religious province: 
“...Sr. Pia had been a true missionary. Although 
she could not work in the parish, in pastoral 
ministry directly because of her ill health, Sr. 
Pia had a charisma of consoling and counsel-
ling: She was praying, suffering and crying with 
all those who were physically and spiritually 
afflicted. Very willingly, she used to visit the 
sick, the old and the people who were alone and 
with ardent zeal she was anxious about their 
eternal salvation, and so, she used to invite and 
prepare them to receive the sacraments and to 
die reconciled with God. She loved children in a 
very special way. She used to talk to them in an 
appropriate language in order to transmit the 
love of Jesus. She used to keep the little cakes 

the community 
was offering her, 
in order to give 
them to the chil-
dren. Her face 
used to brighten 
up whenever she 
was listening to 
spiritual talks. 
Some years ago, 
she wrote: “With 
all my heart, I 
yearn for Jesus, I 
desire Jesus, I 
desire to go to 
Him... but only when He wants.”  
As usual, calm and serene, accompanied by the 
sisters in prayer, she returned to the Lord.  
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Assisi - There was a meeting of about thirty Formators of our Institute. It 
was held here in Assisi from 18th to 31st May 2009. With the contribution 
of competent personnel, they reflected together on the themes of Mission-
ary Spirituality and Multicultural communities.

Molfetta -  With Sr. Carmelina, we visited the Caritas Centre of Molfetta, 
a Centre wanted by Don Tonino Bello. The house is at the disposition of 
whoever is in need: immigrants, youths in difficulties and the poor in gen-
eral. The dormitory can take in about thirty people, but a bigger number of 
people are received for meals or for other types of help.  
There would be need of a community of sisters who can live and share in 
the daily life of this larger Community.

I feel emotionally involved and 
very close to them. I consider them 
like my great brothers (all great, 
even the most little ones), even 
though life for me and for my fam-
ily has not been easy and has torn 
apart the future. Even if I am a 
layman I consider the primary idea 
of loving others more than myself 
and I consider these persons like 
the martyrs of life. I consider love 
as the only idea truly revolutionary 
through which in some way, one 
can contribute to the future of oth-
ers who are born in context of de-
prived opportunities.  
I consider solidarity as the true 
point of arrival between ideology 
and the diverse mentality. The only 
true base that every human being 
can share in common goods be-
cause we are many on the face of 
the earth who have much and many 
are those who have very little.  
I will tell you the truth, as a layman 
and because of my experience of 
life, I do not consider God as a 
“hearer of prayers”, but this does 
not take away that I consider you 
and whoever carries out charity 
work extraordinary people. You 
are magnificent people and I re-
spect your faith and your religious 
convictions, even if we see life 
from different perspectives.  

This then, according to my opinion 
should not be a wall to be used as 
an excuse for not confronting each 
other and for not sharing the ex-
periences of life, deep down, “we 
are all in the same boat.”  
We are not all born with the same 
opportunities; in fact, all the people 
are not equal as according to my 
opinion the society would hold it to 
be. I believe that the obstacles 
which come between us in human 
sharing of the same experiences are 
only linked to the ways of living 
and to the hypocrisy, be it those we 
accept and those which we do not 
recognize, but I think that if all 
would depart from the same point 
(which for me is love), I believe we 
can build a better world. In truth, I 
do not believe biologically that a 
human person is capable of manag-
ing it all by himself, for this, I 
think that the religious message 
that seeks to draw people together 
is always a step ahead to the popu-
lar culture which goes according to 
fashion. The idea of personally 
making oneself better in order to 
improve the society is a common 
ground for all, no matter what we 
think about life.

AT THE SERVICE OF THE CHURCH 
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GLOBAL FINANCIAL CRISIS: What challenges? 
�
Today it is read on the internet: “The study of the World Food Programme 
of the United Nations conducted in Armenia, Bangladesh, Ghana, Nicaragua 
and Zambia points out that the financial crisis is being felt above all, by the 
families which are at the risk of hunger, especially in Nicaragua and in Zam-
bia. Some families spend less for health or pull out their children from 
school. The workers are sent out from the mine sector and from tourism. In 
Italy, the crisis has struck many families with very painful consequences.  
 
We can speak of those whom we follow up here in Assisi, those that Sr. 
Emilia Miralia follows up with much care in Cesena, but it is good to hear 
from a friend, who, despite the precariousness and the insecurity, does not 
want to leave his five children adopted from afar without help.. 
 
«Dearest Sisters, I write to you be-
cause this morning I have managed 
to carry out a new payment of 80 
euro (as usual to be divided by 16 
euro for each one of the adopted 
children from afar).  
I confirm my current difficulty to 
garantee a punctual and frequent 
sending of my donations. But I will 
continue as long as it will be possi-
ble, then, by the 4th May, I will 
know if I will be dismissed or will 
return for the other three months 
unemployment allowance and in 
this case, the collective dismissal 
will slide to September. I wish that 
the five children adopted by me 
will soon find other people avail-
able to donate for them constantly. 
I feel a very strong remorse for not 
being able any more to garantee 
my donations as it should be. I feel 

responsible for these persons, I feel 
responsible for having only he part 
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
